He ranks fourth in the
NL with 20 quality starts (six or more innings and three or fewer
runs). The Rockies have scored three or fewer runs in 16 of his
starts and he's allowed two or fewer runs in seven of his last eight
starts.

Phillies slugger Ryan Howard is hearing whispers about whether
he's using a performance-enhancing substance. Howard had 80
homers in 246 career games, which puts him on pace to hit No. 100
in his 306th game.

Arm-in-arm with history
We're seeing something special with AL Cy Young favorite Johan

strikeouts, (219), ERA (2.84), and innings (at 206 1/3, he's two-thirds
of an inning behind Toronto's Roy Halladay). All superb stats, but
compare them to Koufax in the non-DH league: 27 wins, 323 innings,
317 strikeouts, and a 1.73 ERA.
